The following persons addressed the Commission

ShirleyShea S26 ForesteriaDriveExpressed concernwith the Town Code regarding planting of
trees in swales andrightofwaysMs Shea stated that two ofher neighborswere cited forplantingin
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the swales but others were not cited Ms Shea stated that planting in swales created a warm

atmosphere in neighborhoods Ms Shea requested a copy ofthe Ordinance pertaining totrees in
swales

Mayor Castro explained that acopy can be obtained at the Library or at the TownClerksOffice in

TownHallMayor Castroexplained that during the2004 Hurricane Seasonresidents did notremove

trees that had fallen into the street blocking traffic and causing potential harm to others Mayor
Castro stated that anOrdinancewas passed tonolonger allownewly planted trees inswalesorright

ofways
TownManager Paul Carlisleexplained that theCode Officers would requireproofthat plantings were
done priorto 1993 when theOrdinancewas passed TownManager Paul Carlislestated that typically
the property owner was given time to transplant planting to other locations on their property
typically given a month or so do comply

Bill Qtterson 629 6 Street Expressed concern with the proposed project to tear apart Park

Avenue which would include the placement ofmedians in themiddle ofParkAvenue
TownManager Paul Carlisle explained that PalmBeach County CommissionerMarcus approved a

grant for the engineering design ofPark Avenue The designshad not been presented to the Town
Commission Town Manager Paul Carlisle explained that the project on Park Avenue was for

additional drainage landscaping and parking

TrudyGomez 596ForesteriaDriveExpressed concernwith acitation received forplanting oftrees
in swales Several other neighbors onthe same street had trees planted on theirswales butwerenot
cited Mrs Gomez used the term selected enforcement todescribe her opinion ofthe action taken

by the Code Compliance Department

Mayor Castro stated that trees planted before 1993 should not he removed those after that year
should be removed Mayor Castro stated that it took the Town longer to remove theyard trash after

thehurricanes because of trees that were in the swale

Mrs Gomez explained that if the home ownerwas cited foranunkeptyardwhy cantthe Swale be
and extension ofthe yard Mrs Gomez stated that the homeowner be responsible tomaintain the
Swale as they do theiryard
Commissianer Osterman asked the Commission to place this topic on a future agenda for further

discussion and review ofthe current Ordinance

MayorCastroagreed toplacing this discussion ona future agenda MayorCastro stated thatspecific
regulations should be added that would include only certain types oftrees in swales

Mayor Castro suggested a permitted use permit giving the property owner the responsibility to
maintain whatis planted Iftheproperty owner had not compliedwithmaintenance of the trees then

a citation would be served and the tree removed at the owners expense

Mayor Castro suggested to Mrs Gomez to plant the trees in her Swale somewhere else until a
resolution to this situationwas reached

Lennie Cottrell SSOParkAverrue Asked about the proposed project onParkAvenue

Mayor Castro stated that the Commission agreed forPalm BeachCounty toprovide an engineering
design forParkAvenue Mayor Castro further stated that the Town residentswould be notified and

invited to discuss the project the Town has not agreed with anything thus far

Desca DuBois SI6 Sabal Palm Drive Expressed concern with the Code Compliance Board

including thedistribution ofa CodeFIowChart Mrs DuBois expressed her concernthat when Code

Compliance Board are canceled due toa lack ofa quorum theviolators arethen placed before the

Magistrate which is much more intimidating thangoing before a Board oftheir peersMrs DuBois
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explained that when a Board member contacts the Administration tostate that theywerenot available

to attend a Board meeting the records in the personsfile were not maintained properly The
unexcusedabsence process had failed MayorCastro explained that the Code ComplianceBoardwas
designed tohandle cases for residents tospeak to amember oftheirpeer todiscuss a citationbefore

being sent toaMagistrate TheMagistrate dutywas only far repeatoffenders or severe casesMayor
Castro asked the Town Manager far an explanation ofthe situation since specific regulations are

placed for the Board member to follow Town Manager Paul Carlisle explained that the forseveral
months the Code Compliance Board was unable to make a quorum When it occurs the Cade

Compliance Officers notify the resident ofthe cancellation goingdoortodoor which causes more
wasted stafftime

CommissionerBalius stated that the issue is enforcement ofCode pertaining to Boards
CommissionerOsterman asked were alternates are assigned toBoards TownManagerPaul Carlisle
stated that the CodeBoard doeshave alternate membersbut it still couldnot reach aquorum Town

Manager Paul Carlisle also explained that many of the Town Board have vacancies with no

applications on file to fill those vacancies
Commissioner Balius stated that a case should not be presented to theMagistrate until necessary
MayorCastro agreed with thestatement TownManagerPaul Carlisleexplained that several months

pass before the Boardmeets allowing the violation to continue

ViceMayorDaly stated that several yearsago thesame situation took placeand the members did not
take their responsibility on the Board seriously
Mayor Castro suggested better enforcement ofthe Board Codes toensure participation

Mayor Castro explained that Palm BeachCounty Commission was set toimplement aWork

ForceHousing Ordinance The project targets new developer providing work force housing or

affordable housing either within a development at a certain percentage orbuying multiplehomes

in an existing community Mayor Castro expressed his concernswith several alarming issues with

the representatives at the League of Cities One alarming issue pertained to the homes and using
them forAffordable Housing including that an Interlocal agreement and approval fromDCA

would be required Mayor Castro explained that it would harm the TownsComprehensive Plan

The second alarming issue Mayor Castor explained pertained to the developer meeting their target
by purchasing home forAffordable Housingwith no threshold ata maximum otherwords home

purchase pricewould not change fora 30 year period Over time the homevalue would remain
the same even ifother homes in the same area had increased Mayor Castro explained that it
would cause theCounty to take it offthe tax roll and would deflate thevalue in Town

Palm Beach County Commissioner Marcus had been infornned and the League ofCities was

working to correct these issues

Mayor Castro explained the concern ofparking on Park Avenue and thedangers involved

MayorCastro mentioned that the PalmBeach County Sheriffs Office would host a Safety Fair at
